Abstract: Alberta Folklore and Local History Collection aims at providing the local history and culture of Alberta in Canada. The majority of the collections were
completed during 1941-1946 while the digitalization started in June 2000. The collection boasts nearly 1000 anecdotes, essays, poetry, tall tales, personal reminiscences
of Alberta pioneers, school histories and yearbooks, photographs, correspondences, plays and radio scripts, newspaper clippings, and excerpts of stories from published
documents. Those materials play an important role in broadcasting and sharing of the Alberta culture. This paper tries to explore the project based on the background,
collection organization, service and technology features, then make objective comments.
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
