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Information Behavior Research in Social Media Contexts: Review of ISIC 2014 Conference Papers

Abstract: Information seeking in contexts (ISIC) is an international conference which based on information needs of situations. It began in 1996 and held every two
years. The 10th ISIC held in September 2014 at the University of Leeds, UK, with a total of 50 papers. In this paper, by summarizing these papers' themes, methods and
results, we divided the thesis into three aspects, which are information behavior research of social media contexts, information behavior research in the non-social-media
environment contexts and information behavior research from the perspective of cognitive science.
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
